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Teaching, Healing, and Reaching Out

= As we read through the Gospel accounts of Jesus’ public life, we can put together three themes
that express Jesus’ ministry: teaching, healing and reaching out to others. Each aspect of Je-
sus’ ministry worked to bring about the transformation of lives. When Jesus touched people’s
lives through these ministries, they “died” to their former ways and “rose” to a new beginning, a
transformed life as a follower of Jesus.

We can all recall the story of Jesus being lost in the Temple only to be found sitting among the
elders and leaders discussing Scripture. Throughout Jesus’ ministry He taught people what it
meant to live in Covenant relationship with God and neighbor. He used parables, or teaching stories, to help peo-
ple to link their experience to their relationship with God. As Jesus taught, He was beginning the transformation
from following the Law into living in the Covenant. Jesus’ teaching reinforced the message for them that time and
time again, the Father sought to enter into Covenant relationship with His people. Through, Jesus, God reenters
into Covenant with His people. In His teaching ministry, Jesus helped the followers to come to an understanding
of what right relationship with God and neighbor entailed: living lives of Peace, Love, Justice and Truth.

Another aspect of Jesus’ ministry was healing. This ministry is about much more than
returning people to physical health and well-being. It, too, is about restoring right rela-
tionship with God and neighbor. In Jesus’ day, illness or disability was often seen as a
mark of sinfulness or of punishment by God. In turn, these people were often displaced
from the community. The Law taught that one should avoid contact with those who were
“impure”, and diseases such as leprosy rendered people impure. Jesus’ ministry of heal-
ing was one of restoration, both of health and of place within community. As human
beings, we are social by nature. To deny someone a position within the community is to
take away some part of that person’s humanity. Through healing, Jesus transformed the lives of the ones He
healed and restored them to a place within the community.

_uram Reaching out to others is another important theme in Jesus’ ministry. We often hear accounts of
b &% Jesus going out of His way to care for the widow, the orphan or the child. In His culture, these
were groups that had no status under the Law. By reaching out to these groups, Jesus went be-
yond culture to show that God’s love extends to all of God’s people. Perhaps this was the part of
: Jesus’ ministry that threatened people the most. This was the part that went against culture and
" | made people uncomfortable because Jesus was pointing out their responsibility toward one an-

;/:: other. In bringing the widow, orphan and child under His care He was reminding us that these

- are the neighbors that we are challenged to love. These are ones who have no status within the
- community, no protection under the Law and these are the ones we with whom we are called into
. “right relationship”. These are the ones we are called to Love. These are the ones for whom we
are challenged to seek Justice, to create a world in which there are no persons or groups without
a place in community or without protection of human rights and dignity.

The question that each one of us needs to ask in our own life is how do | allow the Paschal Mystery to transform
my life so that | can live in Peace, Love, Justice and Truth as | go about responding to my call to teach, to heal
and reach out to others that I, too, might work for the transformation of this world?

Next weekend, we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost. This is the day on which the Church is born and the
Apostles, through the power of the Spirit, are sent forth on their mission to make disciples of all nations. In next
week’s bulletin, we’'ll have an article on how we, as St. Matthew Parish, can respond to this Mission, as we work
to further God’s Kingdom.

2) d) At the Council of Trent, on March 3, 1547,
the Church officially named and defined the
seven sacraments instituted by Christ as an
article of faith. Although all seven had long

been recognized and accepted, Christians until
that time didn’t always distinguish between
sacraments and other sacred signs and symbols.
For instance St. Augustine, spoke of the Lord’s
Prayer as a sacrament while St. Bernard of
Clairvaux referred to the ritual washing of feet
during Holy week as a sacrament.
